NASHVILLE STORM WR TARIO FREDERICK IS MAKING
AN IMPACT IN PRO ARENA FOOTBALL 

Nashville Storm WR Tario Frederick (#6- 5’9”, 180 lbs- Bethel College) has been signed and is playing professional Indoor/Arena football for the Huntington  (WV) Heroes (http://www.heroesindoorfootball.com/) of the American Indoor Football Association, and Tario has been a major contributor to the Heroes 4-1 start to the AIFA season, playing in 4 of the Heroes’ first 5 games and catching 6 TD passes in his 4 played games. Frederick (pictured above) wears jersey #10 playing for the Huntington Heroes.
Frederick played as a slot WR for the 2006 and 2007 Nashville Storm teams, catching 18 passes for 273 yards and 2 TDs in 2006 and catching 19 passes for 301 yards and 5 TDs in 2007. He is expected to return to the Nashville Storm roster when the AIFA season ends in late July.


And today, one such Nashville Storm player is headed to play in a collegiate program.
2007 Nashville Storm RB/KR Anthony “Batman” Martin (Hillwood High School) has been signed to play college football at Mesa Community College in Mesa, Arizona, a traditionally powerful Junior College program that posted a 9-2 record in 2007. “Batman” was a favorite of Nashville Storm fans in 2007, gaining 77 yards in 17 carries at RB and leading the Nashville Storm in kickoff return average with an average of 40.5 yards per kickoff return.
Mesa Community College has sent numerous players to 4-year college football programs, including Nashville Storm WR Roger Moore (Missouri Western), who is, BTW, Anthony Martin’s uncle.
