Port City Monarchs Replace The South Alabama Seminoles As The Nashville Storm's August 25 Opponent In Nashville

NAFL Commissioner Todd Allen announced today that the South Alabama Seminoles, who were scheduled to play the Nashville Storm on Saturday night, August 25, at Stratford High School (1800 Stratford Avenue, Nashville, TN 37216), have withdrawn from the NAFL. As a replacement opponent, the Port City Monarchs (out of Mobile, AL) will travel to Nashville on Saturday, August 25, to play the Nashville Storm at Stratford (7 PM Kickoff).

The Monarchs are currently 2-1 in NAFL play in 2007, and finished with a 10-3 record in 2006, when they advanced to the 3rd round of the NAFL playoffs by upsetting the Arkansas Rhinos 20-6 in North Little Rock, Arkansas. They were eliminated from the playoffs in the 3rd round by (you guessed it) the Nashville Storm, who defeated the Monarchs 33-15 at Nashville's Glencliff High School.
