MINOR LEAGUE FOOTBALL NEWS NAMES 5 NASHVILLE STORM PLAYERS AS MLFN SOUTH REGION ALL-AMERICANS

The Minor League Football News ( http://www.minorleaguefootballnews.com ) announced their  2007  South Region All-American Team today, and  5 Nashville Storm players were honored with inclusion on the team. All 5 of the Nashville Storm players so honored were named to the First Team. The Nashville Storm’s 2007 MLFN All-Americans are:

IRON MAN- GARY PEETE (LeMoyne-Owen College/AF2 Memphis Xplorers) (#9- 6’3”, 217 lbs)- The “Iron Man” position on the MLFN All-American team is intended for a player who made superior contributions playing multiple positions, and no player in Minor League Football fits this description better than Gary Peete. Peete, the Storm’s 2nd leading pass receiver each of the last 2 years, also was an outstanding player as a backup QB, situational RB, as a LB, Safety, and even as a CB on the defensive side of the ball, and averaged over 40 yards per punt as the Storm’s punter the 2nd half of the 2007 season. This is Peete’s first time to be honored as an MLFN All-American.

WIDE RECEIVER- ALBERT WINN (TSU) (#8- 5’10”, 170 lbs)- Winn, the younger brother of NFL Baltimore Raven (and former Tennessee Titan) Pro Bowl WR Derrick Mason, led the Nashville Storm in every pass receiving category in 2007 (42 catches, 779 yards, 9 TD catches). Winn, who runs a 4.31 second 40-yard dash, was named to the MLFN All-American team for the first time.

OFFENSIVE LINE- RICKIE MCDOWELL (Pearl-Cohn HS) (#50- 6’5”, 370 lbs)- McDowell, a massive and outstanding Offensive Guard, became the first Nashville Storm player to ever be named as an MLFN All-American 3 times, having earned the honor in 2005, 2006, and 2007.

DEFENSIVE END- LONNIE HARRIS (Arkansas Pine-Bluff) (#95- 6’3”, 270 lbs)- Lonnie Harris has now been named as a 1st Team MLFN All-American in both of the 2 years he has played for the Storm. For the 2nd straight year, Harris led the Storm defenders in both Tackles For Losses and Quarterback Sacks.

LINEBACKER- WILL STILLEY (Eastern Kentucky) (#55- 6’0”, 222 lbs)- Stilley, a US Army Special Forces Soldier stationed at Fort Campbell who has done tours of duty in Iraq, was an incredible playmaker at Weakside Linebacker in his first year as a Nashville Storm player, finishing 2nd among Storm defenders in tackles for losses with 14, personally accounting for 9 opponent turnovers, and even running back a punt for a TD despite missing 3 games due to service obligations. This is Stilley’s first MLFN All-American honor.
