NASHVILLE STORM WR ANTONIO DILWORTH SIGNS WITH PROFESSIONAL ARENA/INDOOR FOOTBALL TEAM

TUPELO,MS- Nashville Storm WR Antonio Dilworth (Lane College) has been signed to play professional Indoor/Arena Football by the Mississippi Mudcats of the AIFA (American Indoor Football Association), it was learned today. The Mudcats, who play out of Tupelo, MS, are a first-year team in the AIFA, and are currently in First Place in the AIFA's Southern Division with a 3-0 record going into this weekend's games. The AIFA ( http://www.aifaprofootball.com ) is a professional Indoor Football League in its' 3rd year of operation with 15 teams competing in the 2007 season.

Dilworth, 25, played WR for the NAFL Nashville Storm in the 2005 and 2006 seasons. The 6'0", 180 lb Dilworth led the 2006 Storm team in TD receptions with 7, catching 27 passes for 467 yards and a 17.3 avg YPC. He was named to the NAFL Southern Conference All-Star Team, and was best known for his 21-yard TD catch with 50.7 seconds left on the clock that provided the winning score in the Nashville Storm's 27-24 upset of the South Jersey Lynx in the NAFL National Semifinal Game, earning the Storm a berth in the 2006 NAFL National Championship Game at the Disney Wide World Of Sports Complex in Orlando,FL.

Dilworth is expected to rejoin the Nashville Storm for the 2007 season after the end of the AIFA season in June.
