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MARIO MERRIWEATHER MAKES THE SCOREBOARD LIGHT UP

NASHVILLE STORM WR MARIO MERRIWEATHER GOES PRO

2006-2008 Nashville Storm WR Mario Merriweather (5’10”, 173 pounds- Bethel College) has been signed to play professional Indoor/Arena Football by the D.C. Armor of the American Indoor Football Association (AIFA), it was learned recently. Merriweather, a dual-sport (football and track) standout at Bethel College, was once reported to have run a 4.28 second 40-yard dash while at Bethel.

Merriweather led the Nashville Storm receiving corps in pass receptions in 2008 with 36. In Merriweather’s 3 seasons with the Nashville Storm, he caught 58 passes for 1085 yards and 12 touchdowns. Merriweather played high school football at Clarksville High School in Clarksville, TN, where he was an All-State performer at RB. With Merriweather’s signing by the Washington, D.C.-based Armor, he becomes the 2nd 2008 Nashville Storm WR to join the professional ranks (the other being Albert Winn, signed by the AF2 Peoria Pirates).

Merriweather will report to the Armor’s training camp in early March.

MINOR LEAGUE FOOTBALL NEWS ALL-AMERICAN TEAM- 16 NASHVILLE STORM PLAYERS HONORED, 4 STORM PLAYERS ON 1ST TEAM

The 2008 season saw a major change in the format of the annual Minor League All-American awards from the Minor League Football News (  http://www.minorleaguefootballnews.com ) as opposed to the awards from previous years. Prior to 2008, Dick Suess, the then-owner and founder  of Minor League Football News, annually named All-American teams from 6 different regions of the country--- and, as a result, Nashville Storm players who earned MLFN All-American honors were named as “South Region All-Americans”.

Then, in December 2007, Suess sold Minor League Football News to a group headed by Team USA President and Head Coach Rudy Wyland. Wyland completely changed the format of the MLFN’s All-American selection process, with the biggest change being the elimination of regional All-American teams. Under Wyland’s stewardship, there is now only ONE MLFN All-American team, truly national in scope.

The first truly national MLFN All-American team (for 2008) honored 16 players from the Nashville Storm, 4 as First Team MLFN All-Americans, 1 as a Second Team MLFN All-American, and 11 as Honorable Mention MLFN All-Americans. The following Nashville Storm players are the 2008 MLFN honorees:
