AF2 PEORIA PIRATES SIGN NASHVILLE STORM WR ALBERT WINN (TSU) TO PLAY PRO ARENA FOOTBALL

Nashville Storm WR Albert Winn (TSU) has been signed to a contract to play professional Arena Football by the Peoria Pirates of the Arena Football 2 league, it was learned today. Winn, a 5’10”, 175 lb WR who runs the 40-yard dash in 4.31 seconds, played for the Nashville Storm in the 2006, 2007, and 2008 seasons, catching a 3-year total of 99 passes for 1686 yards and 21 touchdowns. Winn led the Storm’s receivers in pass receptions in 2006 and 2007, in receiving yards in 2007, and in TD catches in 2007 and 2008. In 2007, Winn was named as a 1st Team All-American WR by the Minor League Football News ( http://www.minorleaguefootballnews.com ).

In signing with the Pirates, Winn becomes the 2nd member of his family to play professional football (Winn’s older brother is NFL Baltimore Raven and former Tennessee Titan WR Derrick Mason) and the 2nd Nashville Storm WR signed to play for the Peoria Pirates (former Nashville Storm WR Tario Frederick played the last 7 games of the 2008 season with the Pirates, catching 9 TD passes in less than half a season).

Winn will join the Pirates for preseason training camp in early March.
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NASHVILLE STORM OWNER/PRESIDENT BILL CALDWELL NAMED AS NAFL SOUTH COMMISSIONER

Bill Caldwell, 57, the Owner/President/GM of the Nashville Storm, was named on December 7 as the new Commissioner of the NAFL Southern Conference, replacing Asheville Grizzlies Owner/Head Coach Phil Lytle, who had been Commissioner of the NAFL South since the 2007 retirement of Clif Clark.

Caldwell joined the ownership group of the Nashville Storm  as a minority owner in the spring of 2005; he became majority owner of the Storm in January of 2006 and sole owner of the Storm in early 2008. He was the Divisional Director of the NAFL South’s Tennessee Valley Division during the 2006 and 2007 seasons.

Caldwell takes over the Commissionership of the NAFL South following a dramatic increase in the geographic size of the Conference; teams from Missouri (previously in the NAFL North) and Texas (previously in the NAFL West) are now in the NAFL South.

Caldwell indicated that, as Commissioner, his top priorities would be striving to recruit additional quality teams to the NAFL South, working to put together schedules that minimize the travel of the NAFL South’s teams, and setting a goal of having every NAFL South team getting to play 10 league games.
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FORMER NASHVILLE STORM WR TARIO FREDERICK BREAKS FREE FOR A SCORE FOR AIFA’S HUNTINGDON HEROES

FORMER NASHVILLE STORM WR TARIO FREDERICK (BETHEL COLLEGE) SIGNS WITH HIS 3RD PRO ARENA TEAM

Former Nashville Storm WR Tario Frederick (5’9”, 176 -Bethel College) has been signed by his 3rd professional Arena/Indoor Football team in 2 years; the Bloomington (IN) Extreme of the Indoor Football League, a league formed by a merger between the United Indoor Football (UIF) league and the Texas-based Intense Football League, who signed Frederick to a contract to play WR for them for the 2009 season.

Frederick, in 2008, split his season between 2 pro Arena/Indoor teams and was highly productive with both; Frederick started the 2008 season playing 9 games for the Huntingdon (WV) Heroes of the AIFA, and for those first 9 games, Frederick led the Heroes in every receiving category with 39 catches for 565 yards and 12 TD catches. From there, Frederick signed with the AF2 Peoria Pirates, where, in the season’s final 7 games, he caught 33 passes for 551 yards and 9 TD catches (plus another TD rushing). Frederick’s combined 2008 stats: 72 catches, 1116 receiving yards, 21 TD catches and 62 rushing yards in 12 carries for 1 TD.

Frederick played WR for the Nashville Storm in the 2006 and 2007 seasons, with 2-year receiving totals of 37 receptions for 574 yards and 7 TD catches. He was a 2-sport athlete at Bethel College, playing on Bethel’s football and track teams. Frederick played high school football at Clarksville High School in Clarksville, TN.
