NASHVILLE,TN- The Nashville Storm Minor League Football Team (NAFL) will be conducting 4 open tryouts for the 2007 Nashville Storm team. Here are the times, dates, places, and details:

Tryout fee is $45.00, payable in cash or money order at the registration table at the tryout. The first hour of each tryout session will be devoted to the filling out of registration forms and medical waivers and collection of tryout fees from applicants.

Applicants need to bring running shoes; it will not be necessary to wear football pads. All applicants need to be at least 18 years of age in 2007.

All Nashville Storm open tryouts are open to the public and press at no cost to spectators.

The Nashville Storm are entering their 6th year of play as a member of the nationwide, 100+ team NAFL. In the Storm's first 5 seasons of play, the Storm have compiled an aggregate record of 59-12, winning the NAFL Southern Conference Championship in 2003, 2004, and 2006. The 2006 Nashville Storm Team compiled a 15-3 record, won the NAFL Southern Conference Championship, and reached the NAFL's National Championship Game at the Disney Wide World Of Sports Complex in Orlando, FL for the first time, losing 24-19 to the Dallas Diesel on November 11, 2006. The Nashville Storm are coached by Co-Owner Patrick Abernathy (Stratford/TSU).
