NASHVILLE STORM HAMMERS MEMPHIS PANTHERS 41-6 TO GO TO 6-0 IN 2008

BUSTER BOGUSKIE STADIUM, STRATFORD HIGH SCHOOL, NASHVILLE, TN-  The last time the Nashville Storm played the Memphis Panthers (September 2007), the Storm had to eke out a 4th quarter, come-from-behind 21-18 victory in a rainstorm in Memphis. Not so on Saturday night; the weather was pretty, and the Nashville Storm offense was prettier, rolling up 356 first-half yards and 35 first-half points en route to a 41-6 blowout victory, raising the Storm’s 2008 record to 6-0.

The Storm offense was a study in balance, finishing with 499 yards of total offense in 59 offensive plays, 204 rushing and 295 passing. Johnathan “Bama” Carter led the Storm runners with 102 yards in 10 carries including TD runs of 5 and 29 yards despite having a 76-yard run called back on a penalty. In the passing game, Albert Winn (TSU), the younger brother of NFL Baltimore Raven WR Derrick Mason, scorched the Panther secondary for TD catches of 47, 50, and 7 yards. Storm QB Tye Forte (Arkansas State/Bacone College) had a running TD in addition to his 3 TD passes to Winn.

The Storm defense, for once, looked human (although still pretty good), giving up 189 yards of total offense to the Panthers including a 43-yard TD catch by Panther WR Eric Brent (Lane College). Brent’s catch was only the 2nd TD of the season against the Storm defensive unit, and the Panther offense was the first offense in 2008 to gain more than 42 yards against the Storm defense. The Storm defense held Panther QB Nathan Hawkins to a 7 for 21 passing night.

The Storm started the scoring in a hurry, scoring the game’s first touchdown in just 2 plays; Tye Forte’s 29-yard pass to Mario Merriweather (Bethel College), followed by Forte’s 47-yard TD pass to Albert Winn. Then late in the first quarter, Panther Head Coach Charles Wade (TSU/Miami Dolphins) decided to take a gamble on 4th and 20 from the Panther 37, calling a pass play in the flat from a punt formation. The play completely fooled the Storm’s punt return team (the intended receiver was wide open with many yards of daylight in front of him), nut Eric Brent, the Panther punter, threw the pass about a foot offline, resulting in an incompletion that gave the Storm the ball at the Memphis 37. Five plays later, Tye Forte hit Storm WR Jeremie “Bird” Whittaker with a 19-yard pass to the Panther 1, and then ran the ball into the end zone on the next play to raise the Storm lead to 14-0.

In the 2nd quarter, Johnathan “Bama” Carter’s 5-yard TD run capped a 13-play, 81-yard Storm drive, raising the Storm lead to 21-0. Memphis got their only score on the next possession on Nathan Hawkins’ 43-yard TD pass to Eric Brent to cut the Storm lead to 21-6, but on the ensuing kickoff, Jeremie “Bird” Whittaker’s 54-yard KO return gave the Storm the ball on the Panther 29. One play later, Johnathan “Bama” Carter ran 29 yards for his 2nd TD of the game. After Storm DE Gary Peete tackled Panther RB Chris Martin for a 2-yard loss to give the Storm the ball at the 50, Tye Forte hit Albert Winn for a 50-yard TD on the Storm’s first play, giving the Storm a 35-6 halftime lead.

The Storm’s final score of the game came in the 3rd quarter, when Tye Forte’s 7-yard TD pass to Albert Winn capped a 9-play , 60-yard drive before Storm reserves finished out the game.

The Nashville Storm head to Memphis this Saturday (August 16) for a second matchup with the Memphis Blast, who the Storm defeated 54-0 on July 12 at Stratford High School; the Blast were 14-0 victors over the Eastern Kentucky Warriors this weekend. The game is expected to be played at Hanks Field in Memphis (1554 Bartlett Road, Memphis, TN). The Nashville Storm have still not lost a game to another team from the State of Tennessee since the 2002 season.

NOTES ON THE GAME:

· Nashville Storm MLFN All-American WR Albert Winn (TSU), who led the Storm in pass receptions in 2006 and 2007 with 40 and 42 catches, has only caught 8 passes so far in 2008; but he’s made the most of his catches, as 6 of the 8 receptions have been for touchdowns, most on the team.

· Storm DB Jerome Inman (Maplewood), filling in for sidelined CB Cromwell Stewart (UT-Martin), had an excellent game against the Panthers, breaking up several Panther pass attempts and sacking Panther QB Nathan Hawkins for a 10-yard loss.

· Storm MLFN All-American Gary Peete, perhaps the best all-round athlete and most versatile player on the  Nashville Storm, is now out for the 2008 season after a shoulder separation that occurred when he was diving after a 3rd-quarter Memphis Panther fumble. Peete’s versatile talents and his 24/7 motor will be missed on our team, and we wish him a speedy and thorough recovery.

· Mammoth OG Albert Washington (Pearl-Cohn/Carson-Newman), a MLFN All-American on the 2006 Nashville Storm team, returned to action against the Panthers, and led a superb Storm offensive line performance.

· Johnathan “Bama” Carter’s 102 rushing yards were the first 100+ yard rushing game by a Storm RB since Carter’s 112-yard effort in August 2007 against the Arkansas Rhinos.
